This value is not updated beyond the
end of the application cycle for each applicant. (l.e. if an applicant applied in the 2010 cycle with one A Level grade ‘C’, but went on to obtain a further two A Levels in 2011, the value for
the applicant applying in 2010 would remain 3.) This is only relevant for 18 year-old applicants domiciled in England, Northern Ireland and Wales, any applicants outside of this cohort will
be assigned the value ‘Not applicable’. These scores are calculated purely for analytical purposes and do not relate to the UCAS tariff.
