The course is assigned a subject based on these JACS3 subject codes and balance indicator, it largely correlates to the first two characters of
the subject codes. Where there are more than one JACS3 subject codes for a given course, and the balance indicator is dual or triple, the first two characters of each subject code are
reported in combination to a relevant category (e.g. Course with dual balance indicator with JACS3 subject codes L370 = Social Theory and M900 = Others in Law is assigned a subject ‘Y
